The above-mentioned item is a Conditional Use Permit to authorize legalization of the 
conversion of an existing accessory Single-Family Residence and a portion of an existing 
church into a Sober Living Facility for adult males with a maximum of 22 residents and six total 
staff members (three at a time on day and night shifts). The Project also includes a Minor 
Parking Deviation request for the reduction of the required number of parking spaces for the 
existing church from 10 to 8 parking spaces (20% reduction), located in the C-3-BE (General 
Commercial – Billboard Exclusion) Zone within the Sunshine Acres Zoned District.  
 
This matter was initially scheduled for October 21, 2025 Hearing Officer (“HO”) hearing and 
was continued to December 16, 2025 and January 6, 2026.  Staff requests that the hearing 
be further continued to February 24, 2026 to allow staff additional time to prepare the 
materials previously requested by the HO for the December 16, 2025 public hearing.
